
Take note of the trash around your neighbourhood. Notice the items that have been 
thrown on the ground. Use gloves, a grabber and a container to dispose of the items. Talk about
the items found, why they may be on the ground, and how trash affects the outdoors. 

Tip: Find items that are biodegradable and how long it would take for items to be recycled. Talk 
about items that cannot be recycled and what happens to those items when they are no longer 
needed.
